GENERAL MEMEBERSHIP ANNUAL MEETING MINUTES

June 13, 2001
Acting President, Mike Garrett called the annual meeting of the High Point Homeowners Association to order at 6:00 pm.  Introductions of board members were made.  Present were:

Mr. Darren Burns and Mr Bob Bissey conducted roll call and certification of proxies at the door. A total of 11 units were represented.  A motion was made and seconded to waive the reading of last years meeting minutes.  Agendas and financial reports were made available to members.

With there being no quorum, the Board elected to continue the meeting.

Reports/Old/Continuing Business:
Mr Garrett presented the Financial Report.  Copies of the data was given to each attendee.  Discussed was the Year to Date, total current assets are at $38,058.05.  Total liabilities and capital equal $34,578.95.  The Budget for Jonathon and McNichols Cts was reviewed.  Operating expenses was discussed.  Lawn care, roof repairs, lighting and gutter replace-ments are the high expenses to date.  There will be no building painting this year.  Scheduled painting is due in 2002.

A request was made for deck painting on Jonathon. Z & R Property Management will look into that possibility.  Beginning the 3rd week in June, seal coating will be done on Jonathon.  Residents will be notified and request that vehicles be parked on Tuckerman.

Landscaping will continue on the East facing sides of West Jonathon, improving the drainage, sprinkler system and erosion.

Major gutter replacement was accomplished on Jonathon Ct over the past year.  A request was made for mass chimney and window cleaning.  That request will be brought up at the next Homeowners Board Meeting.

Vehicle parking still remains a problem.  Sweeps on McNichols netted several vehicles being towed.  Private Parking signs have been posted on the south fence of McNichols.  Illegal parking has been curbed, but still continues.

New Business:

The floor was opened for general discussion.  A request for installing an Air conditioning unit in a unit on Jonathon Ct.  Z & R and the Property Inspector will address each request as they are received.

Mr. Burns brought up the fact that the Van Gilder Insurance Company will be increasing the dollar amount of insurance due to the Shake/Shingles on the homes of High Point. Because of the shakes, no other companies will give competitive insurance bids. The industry began to stop insuring complexes with shakes in 1997.

A 25% increase in the premium amount will be charged to High Point in addition to raising the deductible to 1% of the property value, or $49,000.  This will increase the amount to approximately $800 per resident in order to cover the costs of the insurance and deductible.

Options are being looked into at this time and remain open.  Discussion of the matter will take place at the next Board meeting.  Residents will be informed of the situation.

Mr. Burns reported that only 5 owners were delinquent in their monthly dues totaling just over $1,000.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:50pm. An executive session was called to order at 7:02 p.m.  The officers were appointed as follows:
